Covid-19 Mitigation Plan –for Fools Gold and Crazy Miner Enduros

1. Everyone participating in a District 36 sanctioned Enduro meet will be pre-screened for Covid-19 symptoms. This screening will consist of a series of questions to determine if the participants have, or to their knowledge have been in contact with anyone known to have been diagnosed with Covid-19. This includes but is not limited to: hosting club members, scoring crew officials, additional course workers, District 36 meet officials, participants and spectators. District 36 and the host clubs will also institute the policy of " If you’re not feeling well, for the safety of everyone please stay home". 

2. All sign-ups will be strongly recommended to be online. All efforts will be to minimize and eliminate the transferring of money and paperwork between meet participants and event staff. When and if money or paperwork are to be exchanged, the following precautions will be taken:

A) Paperwork will be EMAILED to participants ahead of time, filled out at home, and dropped in a box at sign-ups to eliminate person to person contact.

B) If pens are used to sign LIABILITY release documents, NEW ones will be made available and used ones will be put in a used bucket, or they will be sanitized between use.  Participants are encouraged to bring and use their own pens and retain them when they leave.

C) Meet participants will be kept 6-feet apart at signups at all times, interaction with meet staff will be kept to an absolute minimum and will be 6-feet apart social distancing as well.

D) If the potential for meet organizers to interact with participants encroaches on the 6-feet social distancing requirement, face coverings will be used.

E) Signup payments will be done online ahead of time.  If onsite signups have to be used they will be set up with shielding between the signup crew and participants.  Participants will maintain 6’ separation as they go through signups and masks will be required.  

F) If cash, or checks are exchanged, meet organizers will always use gloves and wear a face mask.

3. Participants will still have to check in at the event but there will be no physical contact between the participants and the scoring crew and the host club will provide workers to help maintain 6-feet of social distancing while participants register for the event. 

4. Participants, host club members, District 36 officials as well as any other persons required to be in common areas will be required to wear a face covering. 

5. Remote Gas if used will be manned by promoting club and riders family and friends will not be permitted to go to the remote gas location.  Rider will pit their own bikes and not assist other riders at a gas stop.  The host club will dedicate a club member to insure 6-feet of social distancing is being observed between riders when required.  No camping in the remote gas area will be allowed.   If the promoting club has a gas break back at the starting area the riders will be directed to return to their vehicles to service their bikes and return to the next start area when it’s their time to start the next loop with no stopping in either direction.

6. Portable restrooms that are required in the SRP will now also be accompanied with hand sanitizer stations outside of the restroom as well as disinfectant spray inside the restroom to allow for potential users of the restrooms to exercise good personal hygiene practices. 

7. Riders meetings, if held, will be held over a loudspeaker to allow for riders, host club members, District 36 staff as well as other staff (eg. BLM or land agency) to maintain 6-feet of social distancing. Riders will be required to either wear their helmets or a face covering at the riders meeting. All other attendees to the riders meeting will be required to wear a face covering. The host club will provide a club member to ensure social distancing is being observed and that face coverings are being worn. 

8. Finisher pins generally handed out at the finish will be individually wrapped and sanitized and handed out by a club member or designated volunteer wearing gloves and a face mask, eliminating the possibility of any type of transference from host club member to participant.

9. When the potential for host club member’s interaction with participants to encroach on the 6-feet social distancing requirement, face coverings must be worn (eg: start line, finish line, checks where fender cards are marked).

10. Emergency staff such as ambulance companies and field rescue services (Rescue 3/1RRC or any other) will be screened for Covid-19 symptoms and must wear face coverings and gloves when interacting with racers. 

This plan follows the general guidelines as set forth by the Centers for Disease Control as well as the recommendations from the state of California. 
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
